MICHEL ANGE GÉDÉON EMBARRASSED BY THE POLICE TRAVESTY IN GRAND RAVINE
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The head of the Haitian Police, Michel Ange Gideon, is preoccupied about the case of police blunder in Martissant on November 13, 2017.

The operation, the first carried out with the support of the UN Justice Support Mission (Minujusth), was a failure even though the government and police authorities have refused to use the term.

The arrest of a school principal, Armand Louis, provoked excitement in the Protestant sector and teacher unions. Louis, a well-known educator and training engineer, was ill-treated during his arrest, his lawyer Osner Fevry said.

Released yesterday for medical reasons, Mr. Louis is considered one of the victims of this police miscarriage. 8 other unfortunate people were killed during tragic events in a neighborhood controlled by heavily armed gangs.

Embarrassed, the police chief admitted that no firearm was seized during the intervention of the police. And yet more than 260 police officers of the Departmental Unit of Maintenance of the Order (Udmo) and the Central Directorate of the Administrative Police (DCPA) had been involved in the operation.

Mr. Gideon promises that the results of the investigation of the General Inspectorate will be published quickly. However, he considers that the police authorities have information on what actually happened.

The police chief has hinted that the operation is about to be completed about the regrettable incidents at Maranatha College.
