Pierre Esperance criticizes the operation of the PNH in Grand Ravine
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On one side, sympathy. Pierre Esperance has sympathy for the family of the police victims and members of the population who had family killed during the powerful operation of the police on November 13th. The coordinator of the National Network for the Defense of Human Rights (RNDDH) recognizes that "the police live in an extremely complicated situation" and that they "fall under the bullets of bandits".

Nevertheless, Pierre Esperance who intervened  by saying "more professionalism" is required from the police "to avoid collateral damage". The activist says: "The police must not themselves do justice and the operation of the police must be well planned. It should not have operations that end with victims on the side of the police or members of the population.”

"We deplore the way the operation was conducted, it was poorly planned," said Pierre Esperance. "People report being mistreated and beaten after being neutralized," adds the activist, who elsewhere speaks of witnesses of summary executions among the dead. "We will complete our information and surveys and soon we will communicate to the population our results. "

In addition, the United Nations Mission for Justice in Haiti (UNMIJUSTH) condemns the violence committed in Grand Ravine. UNMIJUSTH) Chief Susan D. Page calls for a judicial inquiry to ensure that the perpetrators are prosecuted in accordance with the rule of law and in a transparent manner.

Contacted by LoopHaiti, the spokesman of the Western Departmental Directorate drew the heavy toll of Operation Grand Ravine: two policemen were killed by bandits. 3 alleged bandits stopped by the police, 4 agents of the PNH wounded and more than thirty individuals arrested according to Jean Ismagne Auguste.
