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The director of Maranatha College, Engineer Armand Louis, arrested following a police operation Monday morning in Grand-Ravine, was auditioned Wednesday at the prosecutor's office of the civil court of Port-au-Prince. His case was transferred to the investigating chamber following his hearing. "The prosecutor's office informs the general public and those concerned in particular that the engineer Armand Louis, arrested for complicity in murdering the police officers killed during the police operation in Grand-Ravine has just been auditioned at the prosecutor's office of Port-au -Prince. After analysis, the government commissioner has decided to refer the case to the criminal investigation bureau," the government commissioner himself said in a note.

The hearing of Engineer Armand Louis revealed a "certain contradiction", indicated Ocname Clamé Daméus, adding that because of that it cannot close the file without continuing. "At one point he said he enlightened the police, and at another point he said that some people had hidden themselves inside," said the prosecutor of Port-au-Prince. As a government commissioner, he argues that he could not determine the truthfulness between the pastor's statements and the police report.

According to DDO Spokesman Jean Ismane Auguste, Pastor Armand Louis of Maranatha College misled the policemen by taking them to a warehouse where he claimed that  bandits had hidden weapons. And when the police were maneuvering to open the door of the depot, the bandits opened fire on them, leaving two dead and four wounded in the police camp.

 

For their part, the leaders of the UEBH mission (The Protestant Evangelical Baptist Mission of Haiti) stated that "some police officers arrived very early in the courtyard of the college while the director arrived at around 8:45 in the morning despite the fact that he was warned of the tension in the area. "The police were already in operation while students entered the school yard. An exchange of fire between police and bandits resulted in deaths among police officers. Subsequently, the police officers shot dead the guard and a school teacher,"say the officials of the UEBH; they explained this to "restore the truth."

According to the government commissioner, it is for the moment the "Dean of the Court of First Instance of Port-au-Prince who has to appoint an investigating judge who will be responsible for conducting the investigation of the case".
